1.  Updates

f.  Arboretum tables will be used for food and drink, will be stored in shed until the party.  Christine will buy white paper tablecloths to go under blue checked fabric ones


g.  Band is “Mejor que Nada”


h.  Bob will get banner poles from Bob Bowen.  Patricia Carpenter will provide bouquets, to be arranged by Patricia, Christine, and Mary

i.  There won’t be a printed program.  A photo album of the even will be prepared as a thank you gift for Marlene.  

Email from Emily Griswold dated 5-23-08

I wanted to review the party assignments from the meeting, so we're all clear.  Please save receipts if you want to be reimbursed.

It turns out that we will not be able to use the Teen Center for food setup on the day of the event.  I discussed this with Christine (our resident catering expert), and she thinks it will be fine to setup the food in the garden.  Her advice is to keep the food organized in large ziploc bags in boxes and coolers under the tables.  We can set out the cold stuff right before the event and replenish as needed from under the tables.

I would like everyone on the steering committee to plan on arriving at the garden at 3:30 pm to help with setup.  Cleanup will likely be a lot faster.  Please plan on staying late to help with cleanup too.

The following tasks still need to be adopted by someone:

1. bring an ice chest from home (for food) 2. purchase and bring ice the day of event 3. donate wine (I'll donate a bottle of red and a bottle of white) 4. pick up rental dishes from All Star Rents day of event 5. make sure dishes are rinsed and organized and return to All Star Rents Friday or Saturday 6. purchase and bring white cocktail napkins (150-200?)

Christine:

prep veggies (Emily will deliver on Saturday AM) bring 3 additional blue checked tablecloths purchase and bring 3 white table skirts bring card table and tubs for dishwashing station purchase plastic tablecloth for dishwashing station Can you purchase cheese from Costco?

Bob:
