Sundial Proposal

Committee members reviewed the sundial proposal and commented on the design, safety and technical aspects of the project.

The committee was in favor of submitting the project for city approval pending the following clarifications and adjustments.

1. The sundial rays will be straight on the sundial face rather than the present depiction, showing wavy sundial rays.  The rays will be aligned properly, in accordance with a standard sundial matrix for Davis’ latitude.
2. Artist ( Angela Ridgeway) will be asked to agree (in writing) to be willing to repair damage to the sundial, if it occurs in the future.
3. Artist will be asked to verify that the side rays ,which extend down the pedestal, are strong and secure enough for normal use and touching by the public.

Emily will contact Angela to discuss the above concerns and ascertain whether Angela or Emily will make the appropriate alterations to the sundial proposal, prior to its submission for approval by the city.       

The cost of the sundial is estimated to be $500

Central Park Art Inventory

Committee members wish to establish a list of the art projects that are in Davis Central Park, including the kiosks, Rivera Vase, Mediation, Dancing Figures, Faducci Caterpillar and Ridgeway Sundial. The purpose is to establish information on each project, including the artist, installation date,funding and maintenance responsibility of each project.
