Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 7:32 by Vice-President Carolee Gregg.  The PTA Board, DSHS staff, parents and student representative introduced themselves.

Approval of November Minutes and December Agenda
A motion was made by Cathy Farman to approve the November Minutes with two spelling corrections.  The motion passed unopposed.  A motion was made by Sandra Schickele to approve the December agenda with the addition of Committee reports.   The motion passed unopposed.

Principal’s Report:  Dr. Jacquelyn Moore
· Dr. Moore will be attending WASC training and the DSHS has proposed three site plan goals for WASC. They are:
Site Plan Goal 1: Student achievement in Algebra 1 and Geometry will improve as measured by the percentage of student scoring Advance, Proficient and Basic on the CSTs.  The percentage of students scoring in the Advanced, Proficient and Basic groups will increase 10 each year. Site Plan Goal 2: Academic performance of ELL students will improve as measured by The percentage of students enrolled in ELD III/IV scoring Advance, Proficient and Basic on the English Language Arts CSTs increasing by 10 each year; and The number of ELL students with a D or F in academic core classis on semester report cards decreasing by 10%  each year. Site Plan Goal 3: Students shall have equivalent educational opportunities in like courses across all departments. This will be measured by similar scores on benchmark assessments; and aligned course descriptions.
· Dr. Moore has discussed “Pursue Victory with Honor“ with several DSHS students in an effort to improve the student behavior at athletic events.  In addition, basketball team members are discussing with students during 4th period sportsmanship and appropriate cheering and game behavior.
· 2011 Graduation will be on the DSHS campus. Students, using a consensus model facilitated by Vice Principal Tom McHale, have decided on this venue.  Specifics of parking, renting additional bleachers (protecting the track) and other issues are being discussed.  Blue and White Foundation and additional parent volunteers are being included in the planning.  Current (tentative) ticket plans are to provide each family with 4 tickets, three additional tickets may be purchased.  This is fewer tickets than last year when graduation was held at UC Davis and there will be a procedure (similar to previous years) for parents to potentially get additional tickets.  Since 600 tickets went unused at UC Davis last year it is thought that the DSHS stadium will have adequate seating.

Counselor’s Report:  Ms. Tessler
· DSHS counselors have assisted many seniors with the college applications before the 11/30 deadline.
· The counselors are revising the DSHS catalog including additional information for AP classes (teacher expectations, homework hours), as well as, including a contract for the AP classes.
· Courtenay discussed progress with student and teachers groups to change the scheduling culture and the impact on the Master Schedule.  The goal is to have all students in their correct classes before school begins (about 150 new families to the DJUSD will be accommodated after the returning DSJUD students). The expectation is that the Master Schedule will be done after Spring Break and that in May a list of courses (this will not include the teacher for the class nor the order of classed during the day) will be available for all students for signature (parent and student).  A critical change to eliminate “Shop and Drop” scheduling is that only in the first 15 school days will changes be allowed except under exceptional circumstances.  The additional cost of the previous late add\drop course date was between 3 to 5  FTEs.
· Naviance training for parents was held on December 2nd, additional training will be on December 9th.  Also, training will be held in January.  Student training is ongoing and may finish in Feb 2011.
· The counselors are making power point presentations on bullying during the World Civilization course.
· The counselors are tabulating the results of a student survey.  The survey identified 58 students with home\personal situations that are interfering with school.  Also, even though the Counselors make presentations to all students in English 10, about ½ of the students are unable to identify their counselor.  A full report may be made at the January PTA meeting.

Teacher Report:  Ms. Neagley
Teachers have been busy editing college personal statements (due 11/30), writing Letters of Recommendation, as well as, preparing Student Progress Reports for their classes.

Student Reports
Caitlyn G.., noted that the Junior Prom is December 11th in the New Gym with an Arabian Night theme from 9 p.m. to midnight.  The MPR (the traditional location for the dance) has been closed due to mold in the roof.  The dance is open to all DSHS students and guests (with the proper paperwork and signatures). It is sponsored by the Junior class as a fundraiser for senior year activities.  The dance is “formal”, but no one is required to dress up.   Dance contracts are available on the PTA web site and at DSHS. Soft soled shoes are only allowed on the New Gym floor, socks will be provided.  Parent volunteers are needed for food, money and chaperones, as well as, set-up (1 p.m. to 8 p.m. the afternoon before the dance) and take-down on Sunday.  Student ID cards should be brought to the dance.

Parents in Education (PIE) Teacher Grants Report: Debbie Austin
Debbie presented the second group of 5 grant applications for a total of $8,547. The proposals are:
1) Courtenay Tessler (Counseling) - Naviance Family Connection - $3160
2) Linda Husmann (Science) - Dissection Supplies - $1363
3) Kathy Peter (Music) - Choir Microphones - $850
4) Lynnette Diem (Art) - Installation of LCD Projector - $300
5) Leigh Whitmire (PE) - Game Standards - $2874 + 10% for tax/shipping

Widgen Neagley made a motion to approve these 5 proposals.  The motion was amended by Cathy to add up to 10%  of the proposal cost to pay for shipping and taxes if these items had not been included in the proposal. The proposal to fund the grants, as amended, passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report:  Sandra Schickele
Sandra Schickele presented the a check for payment to the Third District PTA for $196.00 to purchase required PTA insurance. Sandra moved to approve the payment and the motion carried.

Committee Report:  Leslie Hunter (Hospitality)  The committee will host a Holiday Well-Wishes Breakfast for teachers and staff on Monday December 13th in the Office Staff Room in the morning.  The Hospitality List serve will provide additional details on food donations logistics.
