Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 by President Lea Darrah. The PTA Board, DSHS staff and student representatives introduced themselves.

Announcements

President Darrah announced that Back-to-School Night is September 15th at 7 p.m. in the New Gym. Similar to last year there will be a copier paper drive that night. Budget 2010-2011: Sandra Schickele

Sandra Schickele presented the proposed budget for approval. She discussed the increases in the Hospitality, Parent Education, Student Aid and Directory items in the budget. The total proposed budget is $33,256.00 Cathy Sacks made motion to approve the budget that passed unanimously.

Audit Report 1/1/2010 to 6/30/2010: Stacey Black

Stacey Black presented the Auditor’s Report for January 1 to June 30th, 2010. She examined the PTA Treasurer’s books and they were found to be correct. Cathy moved to accept the audit. The motion carried unopposed.

Student Reports:

Bricky C., senior class president is excited about the start of school and having a wonderful year. The junior class president Courtney J. discussed increasing school spirit with “Blue” Friday when the students wear blue t-shirts. Principal’s Report: Dr. Jacquelyn Moore

The new DSHS principal, Jacqui Moore, introduced herself. She has 27 years of education experience in five states. She thanked PTA for all their efforts and looks forward to working with PTA this year. She has visited over 50 classes and is impressed with the quality of the teachers and students.

A recent change added three new Modern World Civilization classes. The opportunity to critically view class offerings and class sizes occurred because DSHS enrollment after the second day of school was larger than anticipated. This allowed the school to add 1.2 FTE for the most impacted classes. Two of the existing sections of 10th grade social studies classes were not college prep. This could have resulted in those students not having an opportunity to attend college without some remediation. All of the classes were in the mid to high 30s. In order to ensure all students had equal access to a challenging curriculum and to lower class sizes, the two non-college prep classes were dissolved and three new Modern World Civilization classes were created. Schedule changes were reviewed and we made changes based on the least disruption for the students. We were able to switch 2 periods for 83 students and make a lateral move for students in periods 5, 6 & 7. The class sizes were reduced from 35-38 to 25-32. The class size in the Senior Writing Seminar may also be reduced.


DSHS has recently hired 1.5 counselors and hopes to fill the attendance position. It is proposed that parents can use e-mail to report student absences in the future.


Graduation location is being discussed by the ASB and the administration. UCD costs about $25,000 and seats more than 4500. The new football stadium seats about 1600 to 1800 (home bleachers) and 300 (visitor bleacher). Bleacher rental would be a necessary component of moving graduation to DSHS.


A focus for the Counselors will be Drug and Alcohol use at DSHS with a focus on oxycotin. Stress and college selection will also be addressed this year. The distribution of available classes to students and parents was a success. It allowed both groups to be better prepared to discuss the schedule with the counselor.
