Legal Update
A settlement agreement was reached with the River Delta Unified School District and brought before the Friends of Clarksburg Schools (FCS) for a vote.  The settlement agreement is for the RDUSD interim superintendent, Alan Newell, to recommend to the RDUSD Board of Trustees to approve the charter school petition.  Upon approval of the charter petition, the CEQA lawsuit will be dropped.  Mark Pruner made a motion to authorize Dominic DiMare to sign the settlement agreement, with the support of the FCS members who were present.  Greg Rowsey seconded the motion.  Everyone in attendance unanimously voted for approval of the settlement agreement.
