Boys:

Required:  

--Rolling Carryon with entire costume except cape (including shoes, hat, tights/socks) (see size limits for AF and BA)

--Small day pack (book bags okay, but NOT packed full!! Or it will be too big)
--$$ 20-40 in Euros to take with (do this before we leave)

--Concert dress outfits - Mass, concerts and master class (1-2?) (TBD)

1) In your carry on:
· Your Costume

2) In your small day pack for under the seat 

· Anything you can’t live without (prescriptions, contact lens stuff, entertainment for flight)
· 2 Nalgene-type water bottles (can fill after you pass through airport security)
· Snacks for the plane
· Any liquids or lotions must be in 3-ounce containers and fit entirely in a 1-quart zip lock baggie
· Music binder
Checked luggage:  1 bag - both airlines maximum 50 pounds. Must have name tags on all items

Recommended:  Please note that Italy will be very hot and humid and Wales could be cool.  Churches also have a strict requirement of clothing below the knees and shoulders to be covered.  
--3-5 pair pants/slacks – consider 1 lightweight.  It will be HOT in Italy, but may be COOL in Wales

--1 pairs shorts – could double as swim suit (you never know)

-- variety of  shirts, t-shirts, button-down shirts, collared shirts - Bring 1 long sleeve (no offensive logos or sayings on t shirts, please)

--Enough underwear & socks for trip (unless you plan to do laundry in your room at night)

--1 Sweater/lightweight jacket/fleece(think layers. Could be cool in evenings or in Wales)

--2 comfortable walking shoes.  Sandals okay for 1 pair (well broken in!!) 

--Sleepwear

--travel towel (no towels provided in Wales, and no washcloths in some hotels in Italy)

--belt

Toiletries:

--Brush/comb

--Shampoo/conditioner
--Tissues
--Toothbrush/toothpaste/floss
--Medication:  any prescriptions in original bottles 
--Deodorant

--Sunscreen/insect repellent
--Razors/shave cream
--Zip Lock plastic bags…these always come in handy in all sizes

--Small travel packets Woolite

--Baby powder
