Key Association Requirements for Proper Holding of Annual Elections

· At least 21 days notice shall be given

· Including agenda, list of candidates for Board seats, and text of any proposed bylaw changes

· Association shall allow an absentee vote for voting in the annual election or for any other vote of the general membership.  

· At least 15 members in good standing must be present at the annual meeting.

· Additional nominations are allowed at the annual meeting

· 3 members in good standing (all non-board members) must serve on the committee

The following is proposed:

· A flyer is to be delivered door-to-door and posted on the website at least 21 days in advance of the annual meeting

· The flyer will integrate the agenda, list of candidates and serve as an absentee ballot

· The absentee ballot may be delivered by either of the following:

· An absentee ballot must be postmarked by the Wednesday before the annual meeting

· Mailing address:  PO Box 72461, Davis, CA, 95617

· Or…An absentee ballot can be hand-delivered to the board Secretary by the Friday before the annual meeting

· Drop-off address:  642 F Street

· The flyer must have various disclosures to ensure that the votes are valid

· Only paid members in good standing can vote

· Checks can be delivered with the ballot if done by mail only.  

· Dues can also be paid before the annual meeting

· One member, one vote.  Note: a household can have multiple members

· Photocopies of the flyer are acceptable

· Write-in candidates are acceptable

Voting Process:

There are a few things in the by-laws that are unclear and require some interpretation.  Essentially, there are two primary issues:  1)  format of absentee ballot 2) do people run for specific positions of board seats or can officers be determined by the board.  

We came up with three possible voting structures.

A.   

Members vote for seven board members.  If more than seven are listed, only seven

votes can be placed per member.  Members will also vote for the President’s office only.  Other board positions will be determined by a majority vote of the board at the next meeting.  People who wish to run for the position of President must tell this to the notification committee.  A member can only vote for one person to be President.  If a member votes for a person to be President they must also vote for that person to be a Board Member.  

B.  

People must run for specific board offices or the At Large positions.  Multiple people can run for any position.  The person with the most votes will serve in that position.  In the event that someone loses they may not run for any other position.  

C.  

People run for specific board offices or At Large positions.  If running for a particular office and one loses, one may still run for an At Large position.
