All students will receive a certificate of participation and their submissions will become part of the Davis Community Scrapbook. A prize of $25 for 1st place and $15 for 2nd place will be awarded and the winning stories will be read at a special performance at the Davis Library, Sunday, November 18th at 3 PM. Submissions will be judged by two judges on interest and liveliness of telling.  The judges are Jill Brooks, former editor of the Davis Enterprise and Jean Jackman, Curator of Davis Community Scrapbook.
